Translating material from the Danish language into the English language. Working primarily with articles concerning visual art and architecture.

In the past ten years, I have translated more than sixty full-length volumes. I have also translated over seven hundred catalogue-texts for art museums and galleries as well as in response to specific requests put forth by artists, architects and others. 

I have translated articles published by the following Danish museums: the Horsens Art Museum; the Ny Carlsberg Glyptotek; the Museum of Contemporary Art in Roskilde; the National Museum [of Denmark] (including a catalogue for the “Museum Europa” exhibition); ARoS (formerly, Aarhus Kunstmuseum); Louisiana Museum of Modern Art; Arken Museum of Modern Art; Holstebro Museum; Kunstindustrimuseet in Copenhagen (presently known as Designmuseum Danmark); the Thorvaldsens Museum and the Statens Museum for Kunst. In addition, my translations were published steadily in SKALA (Danish architectural review), and SIKSI (Nordic cultural review). 

Of late, I have made a series of translations from Danish into English of texts being put out by The Danish Centre for Music Publication, known in Denmark as Dansk Center for Musikudgivelse (DCM).

I have also occasionally taken on assignments where I translate from English to Danish, in collaboration with selected partners.
